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M Describe the steps you intend to take to promote the four licensing objectives:

a) General - all four licensing objectives

In making this application, we have taken into account the Guidance issued
under the Licensing Act 2003 and the Council's Statement of Licensing
Policy dated 12" October 2020. As a consequence of all this, we are
applying with a raft of effective conditions in order to promote the Licensing
Obijectives.

b) The prevention of crime and disorder

. CCTV will be installed at the premises and will record all incidents
inside and immediately outside the premises for a minimum of 28 days.
CCTV will cover all areas of licensable activity & will include all exits and
entrances where searching takes place. The smoking area will also be
covered by CCTV. All CCTV cameras to be positioned to ensure that front
facial images are captured.

2. Any CCTV hard drive that is damaged or broken will be retained at the
premises for a minimum of 30 days and available upon request by the Police
or any other responsible authority. In the event that a CCTV system is
returned by the premises to the original manufacturer due to a warranty, they
will have to show evidence of this.

3. In any event that a CCTV system is seized, a replacement system will
be sought immediately.

4, At least one member of staff on duty at all times will be conversant
with the viewing and downloading of the CCTV system. They will be able to
download any footage at the request of the Police and any other Responsible
Authority, and they will provide their own USB and/or disc for this purpose or
will supply footage via a link provided by West Midlands Police if necessary.

5. At the beginning of every day prior to licensable activity taking place,
the CCTV system will be checked that it is in working order and this will be
documented, date, timed and signed by the checker and made available to
the Police and any other responsible authority upon request. The correct
time and date will be generated onto both the recording and the real time
image screen.

6. There shall be clear signage indicating that CCTV equipment is in use
and recording at the premises at all times.

¥ The premises licence holder/DPS to provide a written risk assessment
for all private functions to West Midlands Police no later than 7 days before
the event (or such lesser time as may be agreed in writing with West
Midlands Police).
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8. There shall be no events at the premises that are organised, promoted
or advertised by an external promoter (i.e. by an individual/organisation not
directly related to the management of the premises).

9. Door supervisors shall be employed by the premises based upon a
risk assessment carried out in relation to the following factors:

- Type of event taking place
- Expected attendance

- Special occasion (New Year, Halloween, Bank Holidays including
Sundays before Bank Holidays, local events, etc)

10. A minimum of 5 SIA registered Door Supervisors, to include at least
one female, will be employed at the premises, when any ticketed DJ event,
or any event of a similar nature takes place. Door supervisors will be on duty
during licensable activity and will remain until the premises closes and will
display on their outer sleeve at all times an up to date/relevant SIA Badge.
One Door Supervisor will be located in the smoking area at all times.

11. Door Supervisors employed at the premises will be provided by an
external Door Supervisor company.

12. All Door Supervisors will be required to sign infout every shift; this
must include their badge number and full name, and these details must be
retained by the premises for a 6-month period and disclosed to any
Responsible Authority upon request.

13. When Door Supervisors are on duty they will carry out full bag and
body searches on all patrons entering the premises, along with a wand
search. Any alerts will require the patron to remove all items and place into
a separate tray prior to entering the venue. Any illegal items recovered will
require the venue to inform West Midlands Police and will be recorded in an
incident book.

14.  Any patrons who leave and return to the venue will undertake a further
wand search and full bag and body search.

15.  All Door Supervisors will wear Body Worn Cameras, which will be
recording at all times whilst Door Supervisors are on duty. These will be
checked by a member of staff employed at the premises prior to Door
Supervisors being deployed to ensure that they are in full working order and
charged. The premises will have spare Body Worn cameras charged to
ensure that any faulty ones can be replaced immediately. The PLH/DPS will
be able to download the Body Worn camera for viewing and production to
any of the Responsible Authorities upon request within 24 hours of their
request.
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
